Mario A. Zuniga Pacheco, 93, from Chile, passed away on Monday,
November 3, 2025, in Ashland. He was born in La Calera, Chile, and grew up
in Valparaiso and Quilpué.

A visitation will be held on Saturday, November 8, from 11:00 a.m. to 12:00
p.m., followed by a Memorial Ceremony at 12:00 noon at Reichmuth Funeral
Home in Elkhorn, Nebraska. All are welcome to join the family for lunch
following the service.

As the eldest of seven children, Mario was a devoted and caring brother who
always looked after his family. His deep sense of responsibility, generosity,
humor, and love for his family shaped the man he became throughout his life.

Mario studied at Liceo Eduardo de la Barra in Valparaiso, where he enjoyed
rowing with the German Club team. He later attended the Instituto Pedagdgico
at the University of Chile in Santiago, earning his Baccalaureate in Education
in Physics and Mathematics. It was there that he met his future wife, Maria
Barrientos Aguirre.



Mario and Maria married in 1958 and built a beautiful life together in Santiago,
raising six children.

A passionate educator, Mario began his teaching career at Padres Franceses
and went on to teach at several schools, including Colegio Aleman, Colegio
Nido de Aguilas, St. George Catholic School, San Pedro Nolasco High
School, and Carmen Teresiano High School. He also served as a professor at
the Centro de Perfeccionamiento, an institute dedicated to the professional
development of educators.

His dedication to education and personal growth took him abroad, earning
fellowships to study in Corvallis, Oregon (1965) and at Chelsea College in
London, England (1974).

In 1988, Mario moved to Omaha, Nebraska, to be closer to most of his
children who had relocated to the United States. He taught at schools in the
metro area including Marian, DC West, Roncalli and others.

Mario was known for his enthusiasm for teaching and his belief in lifelong
learning. He often told his students that a day has 24 hours — eight for
sleeping, eight for school or work, and the other eight “to learn only physics.”

Mario’s heart was always divided between his two homes. Though he lived far
from Chile, he remained deeply connected to his family there. He traveled
often between the United States and Chile, visiting loved ones across
hemispheres. Mario treasured every trip, every visit, and every moment
shared with those he loved.

Mario was preceded in death by his parents, Julio Zuiniga Lifiandariz and
Hortencia Pacheco Ahumada, and by his siblings Eduardo, Maria, and Ercilia.



He is survived by his beloved wife, Maria (Maru) Barrientos, his siblings Juan,
Hayde, and Elena, and his in-laws Patricia and Patricio.
